ABSTRACT
AIM obbiettivo
This thesis (monografia) aims to echo the authors that claim for a more comprehensive understanding of the human behavior in the economic field. EdC provides evidence that the concepts used untill now are not sufficient to explain properly this behavior.

METHOD metodo

This Thesis (Monografia) is developed through the comparissons of the concepts of two authors: Amartya Sen and Max Webber, using later these concepts to try to explain what is found in the EdC. This comparisson is an effort to understand behaviors like the “self donation”that is core to the practices of the Focolares Movement and  its expressions in the Economic Field.To make it there is being used as Bibkliography the writings of Sen ad Webber as well as articles from Chiara Lubich and researchers of the EdC.

The general conclusion made by the thesis is the framework that exists in the Neoclassic Model can not explain EdC and because of that must be changed by other more comprehensive. The EdC behavior can’t be predicted by Webber and it finds difficulties to be explained by Amartya Sen, although it is not that far from the concepts used by him.
