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SUMMARY

The thesis of Economy of Communion in the Focolare Movement – the Work of Mary deals with the new economic practice which has developed within the Focolare Movement – the Work of Mary. The thesis presents the Economy of Communion as an economic culture which as opposed to the today's overwhelming culture of selfishness, is founded on the openness to the others.

In the first part the author give the general presentation of the Focolare Movement – the Work of Mary and then presents different expressions from the field of interreligious and intercultural reality, where a rich dialog with various institutions was made.

Moreover, the thesis focuses on the theme The Project of Economy of Communion and displays it in the light of modern social doctrine of Church. The Economy of Communion is seen from the anthropological and transcendental view. Afterwards it shows the rela-tionships between individual subjects being incorporated in the Economy of Communion. As the project was started owing to the new concept of division of the goods in a company as well, the author attempts to give a critical evaluation of the three purposes of the project: the help to the poor, the development of the company and building of new people.

In the last part the thesis transgresses to the pastoral field. It wants to show the role and the perspectives of the Project of Economy of Communion in the pastoral field. Hereby, the role of the so called culture of giving, which is an opposition to the today's mentality and an alternative to the culture of possession, is given a special treatment. The two fields also belong to the Economy of Communion.

Finally, in the thesis the author gives the evaluation of the hypothesis that Economy of Communion is based on the social doctrine of Church and that it presents its concretisation by means of the critical-analitical method, comparative and systematical-pastoral method.
