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With my final paper I wanted to offer my contributing to the spreading of the Econnomy of Communion. The goal of my final paper was to analyse if the Economy of Communion is able to offer a better solution for the problems, which are caused by the economy in general. With this goal I came to the following objectives for my final paper:

- Which problems are there in the economic capitalistic system at the present moment?

- Does the Economy of Communion offer a better alternative for these problems?

- What does this alternative concist of?

- What are the benefits of this alternative?

First of all, the problems which are caused by the economic system concist of  poverty (especially in developing countries), environmental polution, stress, unemployment and social injustice. One of the causes for these problems is a tendency towards maximisation of self-interest. Worldwide lots of initiatieves are launched by companies (often for a better reputation) or governments (like 'sustainable development') for the solution of these problems. In this view, the Economy of Communion is presented by discribing its origin (and that of the Focolare movement), the culture of 'giving', its groundrules and the guidelines for managing companies of Economy of Communion. With this in mind an analysis was made of the Economy of Communion by comparing it with other initiatieves from companies, by comparing Economy of Communion and 'sustainable debvelopment' and by analysing the strong and the weak aspects of the Economy of Communion. 

From this analysis I concluded that the Economy of Communion can offer a better alternative for the economic capitalistic system of the present moment and its problems due to the eradication of poverty, the change in mentality to a culture of 'giving' and it has proven that the companies of the Econmy of Communion can survive and that they can be efficient and productive.
